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The Fall 2005 CIS 4633 Senior Project class was given the CIS Exit Survey.  Of the 12 students enrolled, seven completed the survey.  The quantitative values were averaged and the comments were consolidated.  
Please keep a couple of items in mind as you review these documents.  The scale used is from one (1) to five (5) with one being high.  Therefore, the lower the average, the better the score.  Also, the top-end value on the Y axis on the charts has been capped for improved readability.

Based on student opinion, we are doing an Excellent job. The CIS Learning Objectives, Program Aspects, and Course Content & Effectiveness are mostly in the two (2) range which, according to the scale, fall into the excellent category.  The only CIS Learning Objective in the three (3) range (Good/Average) with a score of 3.13 was the knowledge of data communications and local area networks.  From the comments, this score results from the students wanting more classes in this area.  In fact, half of the surveys specifically mention wanting additional classes in networking. 
As you review these documents, please note any ideas for improvement to the survey.  These CIS Exit Surveys have resulted in many positive changes for our department and will continue to help us strengthen the program.

The only comment on the actual comment lines in the survey dealt with the knowledge of data communications and local area networks.  The comment indicated that more hands-on activities were needed in the area.
What do you see as the greatest strengths in the CIS program?
The CIS faculty was the major strength most students mentioned.  The faculty’s willingness to make sure students understand the subject matter was noted. Specific classes such as Senior Project and COBOL were also mentioned as strengths.
What would you like to see changed about the CIS program?
The majority of comments revolved around the curriculum.  The students want more in-depth classes on many of the subjects currently taught.  Additional classes on networking were mentioned in half of the surveys.
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
