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The Spring 2005 CIS 4633 Senior Project class was given the CIS Exit Survey.  Of the 25 students enrolled, 23 completed the survey.  The quantitative values were averaged and the comments were consolidated.  The 2005 data was then compared to the results from 2003 and 2004.

Based on student opinion, we are doing an Excellent job. The CIS Learning Objectives, Program Aspects, and Course Content & Effectiveness are mostly in the two (2) range which, according to the scale, fall into the excellent category.

Questionnaire Table Comments 
The most frequent comments were in questions dealing with networking and the Business Data Communications course.  The comments basically boil down to the fact that the students want more in this area and they want it to begin sooner in the curriculum.
What do you see as the greatest strengths in the CIS program?
The CIS faculty was the major strength most students mentioned.  The faculty’s relationship with students, their advising, and the cooperation provided were all noted.  The “real world” business application of our curriculum, the small classes, and the many languages we offer were also mentioned as strengths.
What would you like to see changed about the CIS program?
The majority of comments revolved around the curriculum.  The students want more in-depth classes on many of the subjects currently taught.  Additional classes on database and networking were mentioned as were more choices for lower level courses and a graphics-related course.
