What do you see as the greatest strengths in the CIS program?
The CIS faculty was the strength mentioned most often.  The faculty’s relationship with students, their advising, and their helpfulness were all noted.  
Several students commented positively about the variety of programming languages currently being offered.
Note – All students made comments in this area.

What would you like to see changed about the CIS program?
Many of the comments seem to indicate that we should “raise the bar” in our program.  The request for harder courses, more advanced programming and networking classes, and more required CIS classes were mentioned.  Related to “raising the bar” is the suggestion that the lower level, CIS 1013 Intro to Computer course was not needed. (Special Note - Of the 16 students completing this Senior Project class, five (5) were in Alpha Chi.)

One student mentioned that having a CIS mentor starting in the freshman year would have increased his/her CIS experience.

Note – All students made comments in this area.

Questionnaire Table Comments 

The few comments attached to specific questions dealt with wanting more advanced networking and programming classes; an issue also addressed in their “changes to CIS” responses.  Also, the quality of computers in the teaching labs was a positive while the quality and quantity of computers in the CIS Lounge was not.  
Note - Only four (4) of the 16 surveys completed wrote comments on specific questions.
