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Both the Spring and Fall 2008 CIS 4633 Senior Project classes were given the CIS Exit Survey. Of the 16 students completing the course, 16 completed the survey. The quantitative values were examined and the comments were consolidated. The 2008 data was then compared to the results from 2004 – 2007.

What do you see as the greatest strengths in the CIS program?
The good CIS teacher/student relationship was specifically mentioned by more than half the students as a strength. The good foundation we provide and the support provided was also mentioned.  
The variety of programming languages currently offered was also listed as a plus.
What would you like to see changed about the CIS program?
The majority of comments in this area revolved around computers, labs, and their availability.  The students expressed desire for not only better and additional computers but also more available access to those computers. In fact, a couple of students would like a computer lab dedicated just for Senior Project. One student thought the LAN lab would benefit from an upgrade. The computer lab in the library was mentioned as not meeting their needs. Computers there were either too slow or did not have the necessary software loaded.
Several comments dealt with curriculum. Making the WWW Programming class mandatory and offering more networking classes were listed by about a fourth of the students as being improvements that would help the CIS program. While the WWW Programming class has recently been made part of the CIS core, the students taking this survey were not required to take the class. The comments about making the class mandatory appear to come from those students who took the class as an elective and understood its importance. 
The desire to have more networking classes is once again a suggestion made by several. One student suggested that a networking elective would be a good addition to the program.

On the Supportive Requirements subject, a few students did not see the need for Accounting. If they did have to take accounting, a suggestion was made to have only three hours required instead of six hours now mandatory.[image: image1.png]
