Faculty Meeting

September 17, 2009
Present:  Hairston, Cossey, Donham, Harris, Hendrix, Marsh, and Selby. 

Meeting began at 12:40 p.m.

Mr. Hairston stated the meeting was to discuss CIS Course Prerequisites and curriculum in general. The first draft of the Spring 2010 schedule is due next Friday, September 25, 2009. For the most part the schedule will be the same as previous years. 
Mr. Hairston reminded faculty that Introduction to Computer-Based Systems was removed from the CIS major requirements. Faculty noted that this was in the catalog and on the CIS Major check sheet.

Faculty discussed at length revisions and modifications to the CIS course prerequisites. Faculty decided that CIS 1013  Introduction to Computer-Based Systems should be for students taking Fundamentals of English and Intro. to Math. There are no prerequisites for this class. Faculty agreed this class should be revamped to include basic computer literacy including file management, internet, email, Word and Black Board. The class will be taught in a computer lab. Concerns expressed by the faculty were scheduling lab times and Crossett and McGehee changing their courses. 
Faculty decided that CIS 2193 PC Hardware and Software Maintenance should be lowered to a 1000 level class. There will be no prerequisites for this course. Ms. Hendrix will contact Dr. Bryant and have the PC Hardware and Software Maintenance class changed to a 1000 level class. If this class is constantly filling up, then the department will consider revamping the class.

Faculty approved adding a concurrent enrollment in GE Math for CIS 2203 Programming Logic and Design (PLD). Ms. Selby stated enrollment will drop off for the PLD class until students meet this prerequisite.

Ms. Selby notified faculty that no problems are experienced when students take COBOL in the spring semester and then take Advanced COBOL in fall semester.

After discussion, faculty decided that the CIS Minor would not change.

Faculty approved the replacement of CIS 1013 Introduction to Computer-Based Systems with PC Hardware and Software Maintenance for the Advanced Certificate in CIS. The catalog will be changed to read: One other 3000, 4000 CIS course, excepting CIS 370V: CIS Practicum and CIS 460V: Internship in CIS. 
Mr. Hairston stated no changes will go into effect until Intro. to Computer-Based Systems is revamped. Hopefully, the changes will go into effect Fall 2010. 

Faculty reported that the number of hours on the 8-semester plan was wrong in the catalog and on the CIS website. Mr. Hairston will contact Provost Ray to correct the number of hours from 36 to 39.
Mr. Hairston is tentatively scheduling two (2) sessions of Intro. to Computer-Based Systems and eight (8) sessions of Microcomputer Applications for the Spring 2010  term. Mr. Hairston did not have any objections to Ms. Hendrix using the green card to enroll students in her online Advanced Microcomputer class Spring 2010. 

Mr. Hairston is looking at potential schedule changes for the fall 2010 term. These include Mr. Hairston teaching Ms. Harris’ Microcomputer Application class. Ms. Harris will teach an additional PC Hardware and Software Maintenance class on Tuesday and Thursday from 9:40 a.m. to 11:00 a.m. Ms. Donham will teach one section instead of two sections of Intro. to Computer-Based Systems and add another section of Microcomputer Applications on MWF at 8:10 a.m. Ms. Cossey’s Business Data Communications class will be moved to 1:10 p.m. to 
2:30 p.m. 

Mr. Hairston has asked Dr. Bryant to forward data on remedial students taking Microcomputer Application classes.

Mr. Hairston will talk to Dr. Ranelle Eubanks regarding first semester freshman taking the Microcomputer Application class.
