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Both the Spring and Fall 2007 CIS 4633 Senior Project classes were given the CIS Exit Survey. Of the 21 students completing the course, 21 completed the survey. The quantitative values were examined and the comments were consolidated. The 2007 data was then compared to the results from 2003 - 2006.

Please keep a couple of items in mind as you review these documents. The scale used is from one (1) to five (5) with one being high; therefore, the lower the average, the better the score. Also, the top-end value on the Y axis on the charts has been capped for improved readability.

In reviewing the data, the numbers in the CIS course content and effectiveness had a seesaw effect; better in some years while worse in others. To better get a grasp on the meaning of these numbers, a forecast trendline analysis was applied to each course. The forecast was positive for every CIS course except for CIS 1013 Introduction to Computers. Based on student opinion the course content and effectiveness of this class is decreasing and according to the trendline analysis will continue to diminish. This could be due to students being more computer literate coming into the program than in the past. Many more students now have their own computers and/or have had computer classes in school than did in the past. The department should examine this class to determine if this is a course our majors still need.
As you review these documents, please note any ideas for improvement to the survey. These CIS Exit Surveys have resulted in many positive changes for our department and will continue to help us strengthen the program.

What do you see as the greatest strengths in the CIS program?
The CIS teacher/student relationship was mentioned often in the strength category.  The faculty’s dedication and their desire for students to learn is a recurring strong point.  The comfortable environment we provide and the camaraderie that exists for CIS majors was also mentioned.  
The variety of programming languages currently offered was also listed as a plus.
What would you like to see changed about the CIS program?
The majority of comments in this area revolved around computers and their availability.  The students expressed desire for not only better and additional computers but also more available access to those computers.
A few comments dealt primarily with curriculum.  The dropping of Intro to Computers, Senior Project, and Marketing (or all business classes) and the addition of Advanced Visual Basic, Linux, networking, and a “hardware” class were suggestions. 
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
