COURSE DESCRIPTION/OBJECTIVES:
Essentials of database design, creation and manipulation for business and accounting applications using a microcomputer-based package. Emphasis on advanced queries, reports, and macros.

PREREQUISITES:  General Education Mathematics and a grad of “C” or above in CIS 2223

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOME
The student who successfully completes this course will be able to:

2. Develop practical business and accounting applications using a popular microcomputer-based database management system

4. Become acquainted with advanced techniques and database models from industry

ATTENDANCE:
Course attendance is expected of all students.  After role has been taken, students are responsible for notifying the professor of their late arrival to avoid incurring an absence. The instructor retains the option to penalize excessive absences (4 or more) by a reduction in grading points.  If you have more than three absences, your final average will be reduced by one percentage point for each absence over three, unless there are extenuating circumstances as determined by the instructor. A student who leaves early without notifying the instructor prior to class will be counted as absent.

If a student must miss class due to a University function (organizational functions, athletic events, band activities, etc.), the instructor must be notified before the missed class so that the absence may be counted as excused; otherwise the student will incur an unexcused absence and not be allowed to make up any missed work.

If a student is seen texting during class or if a phone rings during class, the student will be penalized five (5) homework points.  An answered call results in a ten (10) point penalty. 1. There will be three (3) exams including the final.  Each exam will be worth 100 points.  Corresponding lab assignments and quizzes will be worth 10-25 points each.
2. If a student misses an exam they will not be guaranteed a make-up exam.  Every effort should be made to notify the instructor before the exam, if the exam will be missed.  Failure to observe this deadline will result in a grade of zero being assigned for the exam.  Any make-up exam allowed will carry a 10% penalty.
