There is 
some 4.7 million acres of cropland in Arkansas that is irrigated and of this 84 percent is 
irrigated with ground-water. The growth in ground-water use has grown by some 632 percent 
from 1965-2005 just for irrigation alone; and 

Whereas, according to U.S. Geological Survey, Arkansas ranks fourth in the U.S. for the amount of 
ground water usage, trailing only the states of California, Texas, and Nebraska. This is 
remarkable considering the state's relatively small population, in comparison. Most of the 
usage is for agricultural irrigation; only a small percentage is used for public supply; and 

Whereas, the Arkansas Natural Resource Commission, the Natural Resource Conservation Service, and 
the Arkansas Geological Survey has declared eleven counties in Eastern Arkansas as "Critical 
Groundwater Decline Area" where the Alluvial aquifer is declining at more than 1ft/year, and 
in some cases, the Saturated thickness ofthe aquifer has been reduced to less than 50%; now

3.should adopt Arkansas Code § 6-85-221 to read as follows: "(a) The Arkansas Department of 
4.Higher Education will offer a scholarship, as part ofthe Arkansas Academic Challenge 
5.Program, for all Arkansas students who are twenty-four (24) months from graduating from an 
6.Arkansas high school for the total amount ofthe one ACT exam. (b) The funds will be 
7.distributed to ACT, Inc., and registering the student to take the ACT exam at the location of 
8.choice, within the state of Arkansas. (c) No student shall receive more than one scholarship 
9.from the Academic Challenge Program to take the ACT exam." 

Section II:AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, THAT THE GENERAL ASSEMBLEY OF THE 
2.STATE OF ARKANSAS INSTRUCT THE ARKANSAS DEPARTMENT OF HIGHER 
3.EDUCATION TO AMEND ITS RULES & REGULATION TO COMPLY TO THE ABOVE 
4.CODES; AND to amend Arkansas Code § 6-85-205.(d). 1 to read as follows: The Department 
5.ofEducation and the Department of Higher Education are directed to develop appropriate 
6.informational materials on the Arkansas Academic Challenge Scholarship Program and its 
7.ACT Exam Scholarship to ensure distribution ofthe materials to Arkansas students in grade 
8.seven through grade twelve (7-12) each year as a part of the packet of materials on 
9.precollegiate preparation distributed by the Department of Education as required by 
10.§ 6-61-217.
