Money is getting into the hands of those who don’t need it. According to Peter Marris,
Professional, Emeritus, Social Planning at UCLA, “Thus in the competition for
support social services are attracted towards a middle-class clientele, and even what
they do for poorer people is designed to appeal, not to those who use the services, but
those who pay for them. It must either rescue them from dependence no middle-class
approval or influence the criteria by which performance is judged and resources
distributed. This analysis leads to an assertion of the interests of the poor, backed by
moral and political sanctions powerful enough to force concessions, and establish a
new order of priorities.

The government must make major restrictions on the amount of money being
dispersed amongst the United States. According to Mark Greenberg, staff at the Center
for American Progress, “The federal government has a crucial role to play in
providing leadership, financing, addressing inter-state inequities, and in spurring and
supporting state, local, and private actions.”

Government assistance has become a lifestyle. According to the United States Census
Bureau, about 1 in 7 people received government assistance. By putting greater
restrictions on the amount of government assistance dispersed amongst the people, the
government will save more money.

SHORT TITLE: A BILL TO MODIFY ACT 881 OF 2007, THE VOLUNTARY UNIVERSAL
ACT ASSESSMENT PROGRAM (VUAA)

WHEREAS, Act 881 of 2007 currently only includes one mandatory, subsidized ACT test to be
administered under the VUAA program on a regular school day and allows for a
make-up test administration date or fee waiver for subsequent ACT tests for high
school juniors in participating school districts only; and,

WHEREAS, The process for acquiring a fee waiver for students who cannot take the test during
the given school-wide ACT administration date does not currently include high
school seniors; and,

WHEREAS, Participation in the ACT has steadily increased and will continue to increase
through the VUAA program with 73% of the Class of 2009 in Arkansas taking the
exam, but the subsidized exam currently does not include the writing section; and,

WHEREAS, Approximately 46% of entering college freshman in Arkansas will require
remediation in Mathematics and 36% will require costly remediation coursework in
English due to failure to score above 19 on respective sections of the ACT; and,

WHEREAS, Studies have shown that a student has 55% chance of raising his or her composite
score on a retaking of the ACT, but the ability to retake a test is hindered by such
factors as the financial situation of families and transportation to testing sites; and,

Section I: BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE
STATE OF ARKANSAS THAT
2. Act 881 be amended to provide a fee waiver for one ACT test for all high school seniors.
3. A student may still apply for the waiver once during his or her senior year, regardless of
4. his or her participation status in the VUAA program in his or her junior year.
5. Participation in the fee waiver and VUAA programs will be strictly voluntary.

Section II: Beginning in the 2011-2012 school year, these fee waivers and school-wide test
2. administrations will include the ACT plus Writing.

Section I1I: Funding for the program shall be allocated through an addition distribution of state
2. money to this program, beginning with fiscal year 2011. The estimated cost of the
3. program, including current budget allocations, is approximately $2,500,000 per year.

WHEREAS, agricultural waste is any animal manure, residual materials in liquid or solid form generated from the
production and marketing of poultry, livestock or fur-bearing animals; and/or vegetable
and fruit harvest residue; and
WHEREAS, excess agricultural waste is accumulating and causing agricultural harms; and
WHEREAS. drinking water quality and public health are threatened by pollution caused by agricultural wastes; and
WHEREAS. waste spills, manure runoff from fields, and leakage from storage facilities where the wastes are
collected are causing water pollution, resulting in ocean dead zones; and
WHEREAS, dead zones are areas in the acean with very low concentrations of oxygen which are incapable of
supporting any aquatic life; and
Whereas, dead zones are growing rapidly; and
WHEREAS. anaerabic digesters contain microorganisms that break down bindegradable material in the absence
of oxygen; and
WHEREAS. anaerobic digestion is used as a renewable energy source because the process produces a methane
and carbon-dioxide-rich bingas which can replace fossil fuels
SECTION . BE IT THEREFDRE RESOLVED BY THE 2009 ARKANSAS STUDENT CONGRESS OF HUMAN RELATIONS THAT

SECTION I

The federal definition of minority owned businesses includes women- owned
businesses; however, the State of Arkansas does not recognize women as a minority;
Act 1222 defines “Minority” as “a lawful permanent resident of this state who is A)
African American; B) Hispanic American; C) American Indian; D) Asian American;
or E) Pacific Islander American.”

All government agencies must procure 10% of their agencies’ business with minority
owned businesses. The Arkansas Economic Development Commission Business
identifies 184 minority businesses and 110 women-owned businesses; however, the
110 businesses cannot be part of the required 10%.

Act 1222 of 2009 discriminates against women-owned businesses by not allowing
these businesses to benefit from what the federal government believes is justified;

If Act 1222 of 2009 were amended, women-owned businesses would get the same
benefits as the other minorities defined by the federal government.

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED BY THE 2009 STUDENT CONGRESS
THAT THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF ARKANSAS

2. Amend Act 1222 of 2009 to include women-owned businesses in the state’s

3. definition of minority businesses by adding “Female” to list of minorities.

Liquor stores focus on turning away minors,
but it seems they have turned a blind eye from the dangers of drive through liquor
sales.

SECTIONI BEIT RESOLVED BY THE 2009 STUDENT CONGRESS THAT THE

3. practice in the state of Arkansas. To help prevent drinking and driving

4 fatalities per year and to allow reform and responsibility for drive through liquor

A BILL RECOMMENDING THE CONGRESS OF THE UNITED STATES TO AMMEND THE CONSTITUTION OF THE
UNITED STATES REQURING A BALANCED BUDGET.

Whereas, Congress has been excessively spending for years, funded by money that the government doesn’t
have; and

Whereas, The federal deficit will reach an historic $1.6 trillion this year, and it is projected to hit $9 trillion
in the next ten years; and

Whereas, The current national debt is verging on $12 trillion in total, which is its most recent statutory
ceiling, raised higher by the federal government; and

Whereas, This indebted obligation to foreign sources of funding is crippling the United States and will

render us less capable of acting independently; and
Whereas, The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 providing $800 billion dollars in
spending by the government will only increase our national deficit in the years to come.
SECTIONI. BEIT THERFORE RESOLVED BY THE 2009 ARKANSAS STUDENT
2. Congress of Human Relations that total spending in a fiscal year not exceed
3. total revenue, unless two-thirds of each House of Congress shall provide for a
4. specific excess of outlays over revenue in cases of war declared by Congress,
5. depression, or any other emergency deemed a national disaster by the
6. President.
SECTION II. THE CONGRESS SHALL ENFORCE THIS ARTICLE THROUGH THE
2. General Accountability Office and appropriate legislation, relying on figures
3. for outlays and receipts.
SECTION III. IF THE BUDGET IS UNBALANCED FOR ANY GIVEN FISCAL YEAR, THE
2. President will be extended a line-item veto, limited to approving, reducing, or
3. disapproving appropriations in excess of the annual budget.
SECTION IV. CONGRESS MAY WAIVE THE PROVISIONS OF THIS ARTICLE DURING
2. such a time that a declaration of war is in effect which causes an imminent and
3. serious military threat to national security, declared by a joint resolution of
4. both houses.

Whereas: Arkansas has the 10th highest teenage pregnancy rate of any state. Of the 8,980
teenage pregnancies each year in Arkansas, 71% result in live births and 13%
result in abortions.

Whereas: Teen childbearing in Arkansas cost taxpayers at least $112 million. The teen
mom is less likely to graduate high school and attend college.

Whereas: In Arkansas, 280,300 women are in need of contraceptive services and
supplies. Of these. 166,660 women need publicly supported contraceptive
services because they have incomes below 250% of the federal poverty level
(117,720) or are sexually active teenagers (48,940).

Whereas: By providing sexual education and prevention at public schools, students who
are sexually active will have access to the right information and products to
prevent teen pregnancy and STDs.

Section I. BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED BY THE 2009 STUDENT CONGRESS
THAT THE ARKANSAS GENERAL ASSEMBLY SHOULD
2. provide sexual education and condoms at public high schools.

Section II. 1. The bill will be implemented January 1%, 2010 by the Arkansas Health
Department.

Section III. 1. The bill will be enforced by Arkansas General Assembly. Penalties for
