Students MUST report to the Extemp prep room to prepare 
speech immediately after topic is drawn. 

2. Speakers will draw at five minute intervals and will have thirty minutes for preparation.  Use 
of one note card is optional, but heavy dependence on notes in undesirable and will be 
reflected in a lower rating.  Student must present drawn slip to the judge prior to presentation. 

3. Time limit, inclusive of introduction is a maximum of  6 minutes.
