may be multiple clapping at other times.)



C.  One solo - either lip sync or a dance solo (others are backup)



D.  Floor work - everyone is on the floor doing something



E.  One group carry on prop  (like a bench, something that takes




the entire group to get on stage)



F.  Minimum of 2 carry-on props per each dancer to be used 




anytime during the dance.



G.  One contagion (wave)



H.  One skit acted out to a portion of the music (the classical




usually works best for this)



I.  One gymnastics (solo or group)



J.  Closing frozen position


5.  Costume Required - group choice!



A.  Color coordinated or matching in style



B.  Layers and bright colors have been successful



C.  Stay away from all black design



D.  No shoes or jewelry



E.  Remember hair treatment



F.  Footwear - colored socks / bare feet / black socks
