2.  Allow students to peruse anthologies and library materials to select a poem.


3.  Give students a worksheet for poetry analysis and ask them to complete it.


4.  Guide students in the preparation of effective introductions.


5.  Allow preparation time in class.


6.  Give each student a written critique of his/her performance.
